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To briefly go over some things covered in lesson I;

The Individual Master File, (IMF) is a file that is computer generated by the IRS on just about every person that works in a company or business. It is an elaborate and extensive system of records on a multitude of subjects. To understand it you will need the IRS Code book which comes from the 1934 edition of the US Code Title 26 and now found in the 1954 edition; The United States Code, (USC); The Code of Federal Regulations, (CFR); Freedom of Information Act (FOIA), Title 5 U.S.C. 552 where the government agencies maintain and make available for inspection identifying information on certain matters. Also found at Public Law 93-502 (88 Stat.1561);

The Federal Registry is published for the public that covers all forms, laws, codes and archives;

Treasury manuals that cover many of the subject pertaining to documents and the IRS Codes;

Paperwork Reduction Act of 1980 (public Law 96-511) requires government agencies to display a control number (OMB) for their information collection requests.


In lesson 2 we will discuss the Freedom of Information Act and how to use it in an optimum way in order to obtain the evidence you need to overcome presumptions that will lead to your downfall if not obtained.

The FOIA Act was passed in 1966 and essentially put the burden of proof on the government to show how they used the information they obtain on you. It also allows you to acquire information on yourself and get manuals..ect, from government agencies that are used in the every day course of life to destroy the honest, law abiding, hard working man that want to provide and maintain their families. A term that you will be hearing throughout this is “re-dacted” which essentially means, they black out sensitive material, or in other words they black out things they do not want you to see. Why? Because it will kill their case. You can appeal that, but our discussion will not be on that here. You can obtain a free “Citizen Guide to FOIA” by writing to the Congressman in your area.


The FOIA is an administrative way of getting information. Whether personal or governmental, it is essential to putting together an evidence package before things get out of hand. When you want information personally, you have to be the one to make the request. This can only be verified by a penalty of perjury statement, drivers license or a notary statement. Draw back of using a driver’s license is that they can get more info on you than maybe they had before. It is however, a convenient way of getting things faster.


It is always better to get information on yourself or the government through FOIA rather than other methods because the success rate of getting the right information is greater. You can always have them certify the documents if you use them in court. If you receive a letter that states; “We have made a determination…”, you would ask for all documents that went into making their determination. If you get a letter that states; “Our records show…”, you would ask for those specific records. Simple right?


These requests will be made, say for instance, you have IRS problems, to the District Director, service center for the district, or a local office. The State has a similar system called, “Freedom of Information Law.” Maybe down the road we can cover state FOIL’s as they are affectionately called. You can also go to any local office holding records on you, and request to see any and all documents they have that concerns your name or ss number. This is very effective when you need things in a hurry. You can pick out what you want and have them copy it for you. Then you can have them authenticate it. Usually the first 100 copies of a request are free. I would always be ready to pay!


You can get the FOIA guide to get details on what is to be contained in the request or just copy the format of what we have already done. You must put your request in an envelope marked in the lower bottom left hand corner, “FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT REQUEST”. If you do not follow their requirements, they are under no obligation to give you what you what.
